The Montgomery Town Library presents, from Sept. 25 through Oct.1, a Special Exhibit produced by the Long Island Coalition Against Censorship, in celebration of Banned Books Week.  The exhibit includes artwork, text, and books on display about the First Amendment and black and white posters about censorship in many forms.  The exhibit about the history of censorship in public libraries and schools highlights incidents of censorship that have occurred nationally during the last 150 years. Included are descriptions of the censorship of Adventures of Huckleberry Finn, In the Night Kitchen, The Catcher in the Rye, and the novels of Judy Blume.
